(7 Nights / 8 Days) 

 
 
 
DAY 01: Arrive in Muscat and get transfered to your hotel.  
 
DAY 02: Tour of Muscat with a visit to the beautiful Sultan Qaboos Grand Mosque, the 
educational National Museum and the mesmerizing Muttrah Souq. 
 
DAY 03: Start a round tour of Oman in quality 4WD cars first heading towards the Eastern 
coastline visiting Bimmah sinkhole - a spectacular limestone crater, beaches and canyons 
(Wadis) along the coast, the historically significant town of Sur known for its maritime heritage, 
and in the evening experience a guided turtle watching tour at Ras Al Jinz Turtle Reserve. 
 
DAY 04: Visit one of Oman’s most beautiful Wadi, Wadi Bani Khalid, then to the Wahaiba Sands 
with  its undulating dunes rising up to 200 meters and stretching as far as the eye can see. Later 
proceed to Nizwa- the cultural capital of Oman. 
 
DAY 05: Explore Nizwa the historical & heritage capital of Oman with a visit to Nizwa Fort and 
the souq, Jabrin Castle built in the 17th century, and the town of Bahla a mystical village known 
for Arabian potteries. 
 



 

 

DAY 06: Visit one of the oldest villages, Al Hamra, then drive back to Muscat crossing the off-
road track of Wadi Bani Awf. Drop off to Muscat Airport to catch your flight to Salalah to explore 
the South of Oman.  
 
DAY 07: Visit the famous sites of East & West Salalah which include the historical buildings and 
beautiful beaches of Taqah, the ancient ruins of the once famous city of Samharam (UNESCO 
world heritage site), the ‘Qara’ mountains to explore the western part of Salalah, the ‘Blow Holes’ 
of Mughsail beach, and visit the natural habitat of the historical ‘Frankincense trees’.  
 
DAY 08: Tour the city of Salalah and visit another UNESCO heritage site, Al Balid Archaeological 
park, and the neighbouring ‘Museum of Frankincense Land’. Drive through lush green plantations 
of vegetables & fruits and taste some of the fresh coconut water, then view the official Palace of 
His Majesty the Sultan (Al Husn) before strolling through the old Haffa souq, famous for the sale 
of high-quality Frankincense. In the evening get transferred to the airport to connect to your flight 
back home.
